We are pleased to inform you that The India Trade Promotion Organisation (ITPO) is organising India participation at 35th Dar-es-Salaam International Trade Fair (DITF’ 11) to be held from June 28 – July 8, 2011 at Dar-es-Salaam, Tanzania under the theme “Agriculture First”. ITPO has booked space in International Hall Saba Saba. 
India was the largest trading partner in 2008 and continues to retain as the biggest source of Tanzania’s import in 2009. The principle objective of our participation in the event is to encourage and promote Indian export, joint ventures, technology transfer, marketing arrangements to business partners in Tanzania and building a strong image of Indian products. Tanzania imports mainly machinery, transportation equipment, industrial raw materials, and consumer goods.
The forthcoming Dar-es-Salaam International Trade Fair (DITF’ 11) is expected to attract a large number of participants, visitors from many countries including Europe, Far-East, Africa and North America. The tentative rentals without freight/shipment will be Rs. 8,000/- per SQM + service tax as applicable. The space can be booked in the module of 9 Sq. mtrs. (build-up booth) minimum or in multiple of 3 SQM. The final rentals which are under process will be communicated to you shortly. The package will include partitions, two spot lights, one table, two chairs, electrical socket and general publicity support. Any additional requirements are to be borne by the exhibitors individually. The display profile of the fair and other relevant details are given in the enclosed fact sheet of the event.
Retail sale during the fair is allowed and the companies who intend to sell their goods should get in touch with the official handling and clearance agents for the 35th DITF.

Regarding customs clearance of exhibits, all imports to Tanzania be it by air, sea or road through all the borders will go through the Tanzania Revenue Authority (TRA) PAD system.  Therefore all shipments must have the following:-
Pre-Arrival Declaration (PAD). 
Registered PAD 
Pre-Assessed PAD (P-PAD) 
Assessed PAD (A-PAD)

In order to complete the clearance process in time following documents are required on arrival of the consignment at the port/airport:-
· Original Invoice 
· Original Bill of Lading (B/L) or Air way Bill (AWB) or Road Consignment Note (RCN) 
· Packing List 
· Certificate of Origin (required if the goods are originating from East African Union and Some of the SADC countries) 
· Import of items like foods, drinks, drugs and cosmetics will need a permit from Tanzania Food Drug Authority (TFDA) and a chemical permit from GCLA (Government Chemist Laboratory Agency) if the items are chemicals, gases, soaps or any other product made of chemicals.  
To ensure timely clearance of your consignment, it is adviced that the first step of clearance process should start not less than 10 working days before arrival of goods. For further details, please contact the appointed DITF clearing agents mentioned above.

You may book space by submitting the enclosed application form including terms and conditions for participation along with demand draft for Rs. 50,000/- payable in favour of “India Trade Promotion Organisation, New Delhi” towards advance rentals adjustable against the full and final participation fee.
