Currently, Saudi Arabia’s food sector is expanding at an annual rate of 18.5% while food and agricultural imports account for 15% of overall imports, at $17.3billion.  To feed and employ a growing population, the Kingdom is investing some $12.3 billion in domestic agriculture projects as well as to acquire land abroad to ensure food security, such as through the $800 million, Saudi Company for Agricultural Investment and Animal Production.  Over the past 30 years, Saudi Arabia has become the Middle-East’s leading exporter of processed and packaged foods, from biscuits to tinned food, to condiments and dairy products.
