TERMS & CONDITIONS

1. Only Sales Tax payee agencies are eligible to fill this tender.  Interested agencies shall quote their sales tax number in their quotation and also attach documentary proof of having registered with Sales Tax/VAT Department for the supply/sale of equipments along with latest Sales Tax Clearance Certificate.
2. Tenders(s) shall mention complete specifications and all features of the equipments.
3. Percentage (%) of Excise Duty, Custom Duty, Sales Tax/VAT etc; if any, to be claimed shall  be indicated clearly against each item, in the quotation otherwise it will be presumed that rates are inclusive of all taxes and no plea would be accepted in this regard after opening of the tenders.
4. Rates quoted shall be valid up to 90 days from the date of opening of tenders.
5. The price shall be F.O.R. Delhi delivery including installation/commissioning and training, packing transit and forwarding to Air, Ship, Rail or Road carried and statutory levies, if any.  There shall be no extra charges for these items.
6. A copy of tender documents terms & condition duly signed by the bidder (s) on each page may also be attached with the technical bid.
7. The prices shall be quoted per unit rate of each item separately of equipments/systems.  ITPO reserves the right to increase or decrease the quantity of any unit of equipments/systems.
8. Tenderers shall supply the items within a period of 3 days from the date of issue of supply order.  In case, the firm fails to complete the supply within stipulated period, penalty of 2% per day on the total cost of indented equipments/systems will be imposed on the firm. The penalty shall be recovered from the Earnest Money Deposit/outstanding dues/Security deposits/final bills etc.
9. The purchase shall be on credit basis and no advance payment shall be given.
10. Earnest money amounting to Rs.10,000/-(Rupees Ten thousand only)  in the form  of bank draft issued from any nationalized bank in India, in favour of “India Trade Promotion   Organisation” must be enclosed with technical bid.  No tender shall be accepted without the earnest money.  Earnest money shall be refunded to the unsuccessful tenderers, after finalization of tender.  Earnest money deposited with the tender shall bear no 
interest.
11. The suppliers shall submit performance security of 10% of the cost of the items immediately after the placement of purchase order. The performance security may be in the form of demand draft/bank guarantee of any nationalised bank. In case, supplier fails to deliver the items within delivery period or fails to provide satisfactory after sales service, the performance security submitted by the supplier is liable to be forfeited in part or full. Performance security shall be released after the guarantee/warrantee of the equipments is over.
12.  ITPO shall examine technical aspects and capabilities of the tenderers, whose decision shall be final and the tenderers  will not have any objection in this regard.
13.
No enquiry shall be made by the tenderer (s) during the course of examination of the tender after the opening till final decision conveyed to the successful bidder (s).  However, ITPO can make  any enquiry/seek clarification from the bidder (s) and tenderers.  The bidders can also be asked to arrange demo.  in a very short period and the bidders have to be ready for the same. 
14. 
Any agency, which has exemption of earnest money deposits from DGS&D/NSIC, shall furnish a certified copy of such order, indicating therein clearly that they are exempted, failing which tender shall not be taken into consideration. 
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15. 
Tenderer(s) shall mention the warranty/guarantee period of the all equipment/ systems in clear terms in the quotation, which should not be less than 3 years, from the date of handing over the systems complete in all respect and successful installation/functioning satisfactorily. 
16. 
Sufficient training of handling/operation of equipments shall be arranged by the successful bidder(s) to the requisite number of concerned staff of ITPO. No extra charges shall be given in this regard.
17. 
The tenderer (s) shall specify the source of supply of equipments/system in the tender. 
18. 
The un-acceptable stores shall be subject to replacement at the risk and responsibility of the bidder.
19. 
Tenderer (s) shall specify the life span of equipment and its essential components.
20. 
All disputes in this regard shall be settled in Delhi Jurisdiction only. 
21. 
Tenderer (s) shall indicate their rates in clear/visible figures as well as in words and shall not alter/overwrite/make cutting in the quotation. If any alteration/overwriting/cutting etc. is noticed the rates of such items shall not be considered.
22. 
Tenderer(s) shall quote AMC Rates in clear terms in the quotation for entire life span of the equipments and its components after warranty/guarantee period i.e  3 years. In case of any problem the company/firm will replace the defective equipment and its components or part thereof.
23. 
Conditional tender shall not be accepted at any cost and shall be rejected straightway. 
24. 
If the performance of any equipments or system fails to meet the contract specification and do not fulfill our requirements then the firm shall replace that equipment/system free of cost during the warranty/guarantee period within shortest possible period as decided by the ITPO.  In case of any defect/fault noticed during the warranty/guarantee period that shall be attended immediately by the qualified engineer of the agency.

The consignment should be accompanied by certificate of quality from the manufacturer stating that the goods conform to be specifications, as indented in the tender/supply order.
26. 
The successful bidder (s) will submit the documentary proof of having qualified engineers/workshop as well as technical infrastructure so that the equipment/system remain maintained during the warranty/guarantee period.
27. 
The successful bidder(s) shall also mention the availability of spares of the equipments, with certificate of guarantee to supply the spares for at least 3 years during the post warranty/guarantee period.
28. 
In case the successful tenderer (s) is noticed breaking of any condition (s) at any stage during the warranty/guarantee period, legal action as per rules/laws, shall be initiated against the agency concerned. In that case Security Deposit can be forfeited besides debarring/black listing the agency concerned at least for 5 years from further dealing with ITPO/Govt. Departments. 
29. 
Before award of the work ITPO may inspect/verify the genuineness of the Bidder Company and availability of infrastructure. 
30. 
After award of work and during the installation till taking over the charge of complete systems, any equipment can be tested or put for test through approved technical agency/lab.  If any equipment is found sub-standard or otherwise, legal action shall be initiated against the firm 
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31. 
Successful bidder (s) if shows inability/incapability to complete the supply after acceptance of the tender, besides legal action as enumerated above, difference of higher cost, if the work/supply is/are got completed from other tender(s)/any agency from market would be recovered from the earnest money/security deposits of the tenderer (s).
32. 
The bidders shall furnish the technology certificate of all equipments/systems regarding when the technology of equipments/systems was/were introduced and till when that technology shall continue. 
33. 
All Tender (s) in which any prescribed conditions is/are found incomplete in any respect shall be rejected by ITPO, without assigning any further reason.
34. 
ITPO reserves the right to relax any of the above-mentioned conditions or reject at its discretion any or all tenders in part or full altogether without assigning any reason. 
35.   The security equipment should be harmless to magnetic media, electronic devices wearers of pacemakers and pregnant woman. (supported by documentary certificate from the premier Govt. approved Agencies/Laboratories/ Hospitals).
36. 
ITPO reserves the right to award works/supply order on quality/technical basis, which depends on quality of system. Tenderer (s) are, therefore, directed to submit the technical features of the system.  Tenderer (s) should not have any objection in this regard.
